1. Please tell us why you desire to be elected to the General Assembly, and what issues regarding state employees and retirees are most important to you?

2. Recently oversight of the State Health Plan was moved from the Legislature to the state Treasurer's Office.  Do you support this change? What ideas do you have to lower the dependent coverage costs and co-pays for all members? 
3. SEANC endorses the repeal of G.S. 95-98 and supports the enactment of legislation to govern collective bargaining by North Carolina public employees.  Would you support legislation legalizing collective bargaining for public employees in North Carolina?

4. For the first time in over 10 years, the State Retirement System was fully funded during this legislative session.  The legislature then gave state retirees a 1 percent cost of living increase effective July 1.  Do you favor using state funds for the purpose of shoring up the retirement system and granting cost of living increases? Are you committed to working to maintain a defined benefit plan for all state employees? 
5. In the recent state budget, there was a 1.2 percent pay increase for all state employees, the first  since 2008.  How would you as a legislator work to ensure that state employees receive reasonable increases in compensation and benefits?  Additionally, what besides pay and benefit enhancements can be done for state employees to improve morale?
6. What are your ideas for addressing turnover in state government? How can the state better attract younger workers and retain them?

7. The state owes $2.7 billion to the federal government for unemployment insurance payments to workers. What are your ideas for how this obligation should be paid back?

8. Do you support or oppose privatization and downsizing of state government services?

9. Do you support or oppose legislation that would remove state employees from the protections of the State Personnel Act?
